In this booklet there is space for you you to keep a 
record of your reading during the summer.  It is my expectation that 
you will write legibly in this journal at least twice a week.  Summer 
reading should be enjoyable and because of that, the sky is pretty 
much the limit.  Let me know about the books (at least two or a mega 
book  ), magazine articles, instruction manuals, travel guides, and 
comic books that you enjoy.   Everything you read counts!
 I have a list of recommended authors as well as hands off books.  If 
possible, I encourage you to read the newspaper at least once a 
week.  This is part of what is required in our classroom next year 
and it’s a good idea to get into the habit.  When you write in the 
journal please state the title, the date and briefly reflect on your 
reading.  The reflection can be written as a stated opinion, a 
question for the writer, analysis of the text or you may survey others 
opinions on the text and compare them to your own ideas.  These 
may be brief (4-7 sentences long).

Also enclosed are a couple of math problems per week.  .  DO NOT 
DO THESE ALL AT ONCE!!!!  The idea is to practice a little 
each week.

I would love to hear about any scientific observations you make 
during the summer.  Anything you observe, particularly in nature, the 
evening sky or maybe you notice how something works.  Let me 
know what you see.  Put your observation or scientific drawing in 
the notebook.
