The reviewing process:

A book review consists of two parts:

1) Number of stars
a. 1 star = poor
b. 2 stars = fair
c. 3 stars = OK
d. 4 stars = Good
e. 5 stars = awesome
2) Comments:  You are required to explain your number of stars ranking in 3-4 sentences. This must be high quality writing.  If it is not, it will have to be done over.  Do not simply write “The book was good” or “This book is bad”.  I want to know why you did or didn’t like it.

Examples of an acceptable review:

 ** I didn’t like this book because I thought the main character did unrealistic things.  The book was boring in the middle because nothing happened except a trip to the store to buy socks.  Also, I thought setting it in the Australian outback didn’t make sense.

**** I really liked this book.  The author’s choice of telling the story through letters and notes was fun.  I especially liked it when the main character accidentally dyed her hair pink.  I would recommend this book to anyone who keeps a diary.

Examples of an unacceptable review:

* This book stunk because the characters were stupid.

***** This was the best book ever!

***** This book was lame.
